3. Whenfully charged the LED will be solid GREEN.

CHARGING CONTROLLER VIA CHARGING BASE

In the app you will be
abletosetand save up to 3 custom profiles; these profiles will then

be loaded onto the controller. Each profile will be assigned a different
color to notify you which one is selected. Each press of the profile
button will swap to the next profile in order and then cycle back to the
beginning: 7—>2—>3—>1

The Program Status LED will quickly flash 3 times to signal a profile
hasbeen changed and then return to solid.
